Mark Mix Sounds Alarm About Big Labor 'Plan B’

Any 'Expansion of Union-Boss Power Over Workers Is Unacceptable'

With opponents of compulsory
unionism facing their biggest crisis in
decades, National Right to Work
Committee President Mark Mix has
recorded and is distributing to
Committee members nationwide this
month a video briefing on recent
developments in Congress.

In the video, Mr. Mix explains why
the Committee's fight to stop Big
Labor's Card-Check Forced Unionism
Bill (S.560/H.R.1409) is entering "its
most dangerous phase" this summer. In
short, Right to Work supporters must
aim at a moving target.

On the one hand, forced-unionism
cheerleader Ted Kennedy's (D-Mass.)
Senate Health, Education, Labor &
Pensions Committee could give S.560, the
Senate version of the bill, its rubber-stamp
at any time, perhaps even this month.

On the other hand, union-label Sen.
Tom Harkin (D-Iowa), who along with
Mr. Kennedy introduced S.560 in
March, is reportedly heading efforts to
craft an "alternative 'Plan B' bill" in
behind-closed-doors meetings for use
in case freedom-loving Americans
prevent him from securing Senate
passage of S.560.

And Mr. Harkin has publicly
indicated that, if he goes with an as-yet
undisclosed "Plan B," he will, with a
green light from Big Labor Majority
Leader Harry Reid (D-Nev.), bring the
scheme straight to the Senate floor with
little or no advance notice.

Furthermore, Mr. Harkin has made
it clear that, whatever exact form his
"Plan B" ultimately takes, it will be
designed, just like S.560/H.R.1409, to
help Big Labor seize monopoly-
bargaining power over millions of
additional workers and hundreds of
thousands of small businesses.

"That means that, whatever exact
provisions the Kennedy-Harkin power
grab includes when it reaches the
Senate floor, its bottom-line impact will
be the same as that of the card-check
forced-unionism legislation now before
Congress," explained Mr. Mix.

"That is, millions more employees
hamstrung by wasteful union work
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Through media appearances, grass-roots
activism, and paid advertising, the
National Right to Work Committee is

mobilizing public opposition to the
Kennedy/Harkin Card-Check Forced-
Unionism Bill (S.560/H.R.1409).

rules and slowdowns that destroy good
jobs that have been around for years
and prevent the creation of new ones.
More hate-the-boss propaganda and
bitter strikes tearing apart workplaces.

"Another consequence will be
millions of additional workers forced to
pay union dues or fees just to keep their
jobs. Much of this confiscated cash will
be funneled by Big Labor into efforts to
elect even more anti-Right to Work, Tax
& Spend politicians to Congress."

To ensure neither S.560/H.R.1409
nor its near equivalent gets the 60 votes
needed to come up for final Senate
passage so it can be rubber-stamped
and head to the Big Labor-dominated
House and, ultimately, Barack Obama's
desk, the Committee is preparing an
all-out grass-roots and media blitz.

Politicians Put on Notice:
Opposing S.560/H.R.1409
Is Far From Enough

"By mobilizing pro-Right to Work
constituents to phone their senators
just before the union bosses' power
grab comes to the Senate floor, and by

having hard-hitting TV ads ready to be
aired at that time, I'm cautiously
optimistic that the Committee can play
a key role in stopping Kennedy/
Harkin," said Mr. Mix.

"But in order to prevail, we need to
put federal politicians, especially
senators from targeted 'swing' states, on
notice starting now that their opposing
S.560/H.R.1409 alone will be far from
sufficient in the eyes of pro-Right to
Work Americans.

"We must send the message loud and
clear that passage of the card-check
scheme or any other expansion of
union-boss power over workers is
unacceptable."

Mr. Mix vowed that, with the
generous support of Committee
members, the Committee will also
expand its ongoing efforts to contact
up to 10 million freedom-loving
Americans in target states, telling them
about the devastating impact Kennedy/
Harkin would have on workers, jobs,
and our entire economy.

"This is a fight we can't afford to
lose -- and, thank goodness, it is
winnable," Mr. Mix concluded. &
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
